Tech Trek Fundraising in 2010!

Tech Trek camp is now history for 2009! Six hundred girls attended statewide; among the one hundred who attended the

Whittier camp were our five girls. Next year the fortunate young women will attend camp at UC Irvine.

As most of you know, Tech Trek is a wonderful program to enhance math and science education for middle-school girls.
The research that AAUW has done found that middle-school is when girls often feel discouraged from studying the
STEM (science, technology, engineering and math) fields and avoid registering for these important classes. Our branch
depends on you, the members for support, so please bring your checkbooks to the January branch meeting ... the
committee and the girls count on your generosity. Our fundraising efforts will continue through to February 20, 2009.

Your Tech Trek Committee will be busy sending information to four Title I schools this winter, asking for nominations
from the seventh-grade math/science teachers, next we require the girls to write an essay on a STEM subject, and finally
your committee will interview the girls to decide whom will be chosen. Our focus is on girls who show promise and who

do not have an opportunity to attend other camps.

The results of the camp have been studied and found that Tech Trek was the most influential personal or academic
experience of their middle school years. Other data indicates much higher levels of science and math course participation
than the national average as well as an increased number of these girls taking AP science and math courses. Attendees
also exceeded national norms for college attendance with 96 percent currently enrolled in 120 different colleges. All
participants credited Tech Trek for encouraging their interest in science and math related fields. A copy of the study is

available from the committee.
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AAUW Member Wins Nobel Prize *

AAUW celebrates Carol Greider, AAUW member-at-large and winner of the Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine along
with her two colleagues, Elizabeth Blackburn and Jack Szostak. Greider has been a member of AAUW since 2002.

Greider, Blackburn, and Szostak "discovered that telomeres are made up of simple, repeating blocks of DNA building
blocks and are found in all organisms," according to a Johns Hopkins University announcement. Understanding this
biological process has paved the way to deeper knowledge of cancer and cellular aging.

"AAUW has a long history of supporting women in the sciences, and we are thrilled to count another Nobel Prize winner
among our ranks," said AAUW Executive Director Linda D. Hallman, CAE. In 1920, AAUW awarded two-time Nobel
Prize recipient Marie Curie a grant to assist with her groundbreaking research on radium. AAUW member Greg
Mortenson, author of Three Cups of Tea, was nominated for the 2009 Nobel Peace Prize for his work supporting education
